History of the Apostolic Church, prior to 1890

It is important to include some of the blessings and events that preceded the establishment of Apostolic faith
in Bundaberg, and also Queensland.

As the Apostolic Creed denotes, the Apostolic Church of Queensland's original roots go back to our Lord Jesus
Christ who as the Head of the Church laid the foundations of this spiritual building to be known as the Church.
The Church was given life by the sending of the Holy Ghost on the day of Pentecost and so began the first
universal Apostolic Church. The Church, under

its head, was to be structured according to His
Commandments as recorded in Ephesians 2 v 19-22:

"Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the household of God;
and are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the éhiefcorner stone in whom
all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: In whom ye also are builded together for
an habitation of God through the Spirit."

Around the year 1830, the re-establishment of the Catholic Apostolic Church took place in the United
Kingdom and the Apostle Ministry was again re-established by the Lord.

In the year 1863, a number of Apostles and a group of members were functioning in the group known as

“General Christian Apostolic Mission” and about 15 years later were known as the “Apostolic Community”.

In 1880 Bro. Heinrich F. (H.F.) Niemeyer was ordained as an Evangelist and due to economic depression in
Germany in the following years he had the desire to journey to Queensland to commence a new life. The
Almighty God was paving the way for the foundation of Apostolic faith in Australia. In 1883 Evangelist
Niemeyer, his wife and three children migrated to Australia and shortly after settled in Grandchester (near
Laidley, QLD) and later the Hatton Vale Apostolic community commenced.

Evangelist H.F. Niemeyer assisted many other families as they moved to Australia from Germany. These
families settled in many parts of Queensland over the following years. Through these connections, the word
of God was shared and the continuation of Jesus Christ’s mission wor

k was blessed, allowing communities to
be formed throughout Queensland.

In 1886 Evangelist H.F. Niemeyer returned to Germ
Apostle, for Australia (25.07.1886).

Upon his return to Australia, the Church continued to be blessed by God and ultima

tely this led to the gospel
message being sent to Bundaberg in 1890 and many other places in Queensland.
